Follow the story of two strangers who become accidentally connected when they both learn of the 

somewhat unremarkable death of a local tramp.  The deceased man becomes the unlikely subject of 

their obsessions; a synaesthesiac becomes fascinated by his colourful world, and an amateur 

photographer discovers that he has unintentionally featured in every one of her pictures.  In their quest to 

retrace the last days of this man’s life, the two strangers find themselves considering the significance of 

their own existences.  They take leaps of faith, pausing mid-air to contemplate those brief seconds where 

anything is possible – oh, and some other thoughts too.
